-1.These rules may be called the Dethi Building and Other
Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of
Service) (Amendment) Rules, 2016.

2. They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the
Delhi Gazette.

Delhi Building and Other Construction Workers (Regulation of
Employment and Conditions of Service) Rules, 2002 (hereinafter
referred to the Principal Rules), for rule 271, the following shall be
substituted, namely:-

“271. Maternity benefit:- The women registered members and wives
of male members of the fund may be given Rs. 30,000 as maternity
benefit during the period of maternity, on an application made by
her/him in Form No. XXXIV with such other documents as may be
specified shall be submitted for this benefit. The said benefit shall be
available for above beneficiaries from the date of their becoming
members of the Fund.

The above benefit will be given in respect of first two children
only, provided that the delivery takes place in the hospital/nursing
home. In case of emergency, the beneficiary will have to show by way
of documents and other papers that during the pregnancy period the
spouse/work lady was visiting a hospital /nursing home in connectlion
with pregnancy.

271 (A) Financial assistance for miscarriage:- The member or
wife of a member of the fund may be given Rs. 3,000 as financial
assistance in case of miscarriage. The said benefit shall be available for
above beneficiaries from the date of their becoming members of the

Fund, subject to certificate issued by government hospital/nursing
home.”

In the principal Rules, in rule 273, for sub-rule (5) the following shall
be substituted, namely:-

“(5) The amount of pension shall be Three Thousand Rupees, per
mensem. An increase of Three Hundred Rupees shall be given cvery
year. The Board may with the previous appaovaf of the Government
revise the pension:

Provided that the said benefit shall be extended only to those
registered construction workers who have been registered with the
Board for not less than one year.”

In the principal Rules, for rule 274, the following shall be substituted,
namely:-

“274. Advance for purchase or construction of house:- (1) The
Board may, on an application by a member, sanction an amount of
Rs.3,00,000/- in respect of workers having 10 vyears service for
superannuation and Rs. 5.00,000/-, if having 15 years service for
superannuation as advance for the outright purchase of a house or for
the construction of house. The beneficiary shall produce along with the

application in Form No. XXIX such documents as may be specificd by

the Board:

Provided that the said benefit will be extended only to thosc
registered construction workers who have been registered with the
Board for not less than three years. : :

(2) A completion certificate shall be submitted to the Secretary of
the Board within six months from the date of drawl of advance. The
amount sanctioned as advance shall be recovered in equal instalments
as may be fixed by the Board. The house constructed will be under
hypothecation to Board till the last instalment of advance is paid by the
worker and obtains clearance certificate.”

In the principal Rules, in rule 275, for sub-rule (1) the following
shall be substituted, narnely:-
%(1) The Board may sanction an amount of Three Thousand Rupees'per
mensem as disability pension to a beneficiary who is permanently
disabled due to paralysis, leprosy, T.B., accident etc. In addition to the
pension, he will be eligible for an ex-gratia payment of not more than
One Lac Rupees in case of permanent total disability and rest ol cases
amount linked with percentage of disability as pér Employees
Compensation Act, 1923, The said benefit shall be available from the
date of becoming members of the Fund.”
In the principal Rules, for rule 276, the following shall be substituted,
namely:- '
“276. Loan for the purchase of work related Tools:- An amount not
exceeding twenty thousand rupees may be sanctioned as loan to the
members of the fund, for the purchase of work related tools. Members
who have completed one year membership in the Fund and who remit
contribution regularly and where age does not exceed fifty five years,
will be eligible for this loan. The loan amount shall be recovered in not
more than sixty installments. An application in Form No. XL shall be
made for this loan with such other documents as may be specified by
the Board. Terms and conditions of re-payment of loan shall be
prescribed subsequently:

Provided that the said benefit shall be extended only to those
registered construction workers who have been registered with the
Board for not less than one year.”

In the principal Rules, for rule 276 A, the following shall be substituted,
namely:-

“276 A. Grant for the purchase of work related tools:- The Board
may sanction an amount of five thousand rupees as grant to the
members of the Fund, for the purchase of work related tools once in
five years. Those who have completed three years membership in the
Fund and those who remit contribution regularly and whose age does
not exceed fifty-five years, will be eligible for this grant.

An application in Form No. XL(i) (to be devised) shall be made for this
grant along with such other documents as may be specified by the
Board:

Provided that the said benefit will be extended only to those
registered construction workers who have been registered with the
Board for not less than three years.

In the principal Rules, for rule 277, the following shall be

substituted, namely:- :
%277. Payment of Funeral Assistance:- The Board may sanction an
amount of ten thousand rupees to the nominees/dependents of a member
towards funeral expenses in case of death of a member. An application
in Form No. XLI shall be submitted for this benefit. The said benefit
shall be applicable from the date of registration.”

In the principal Rules, for rule 278, the following shall be

substituted, namely:- -
“278. Payment of Death Benefit:- The Board may sanction an amount
of one lac rupees to the nominees/dependants of a member towards
death benefit, in case of death of the member. The said benefit will be
applicable from the date of registration.

If the death is due to an accident, during the course of
employment, the nominee/dependants of member may be given two lac
rupees towards death benefit This .amount will be in addition to the
amount of compensation which may be payable to the deceased
member under any other law for the time being in force. The said
benefit will be available for members from the date of registration and
non registered construction workers also.

Provided that (i) The deceased was a building construction
worker as defined in sec. 2(e) of the Act, but was not registered with
Delhi Building and Other Construction Workers Welfare Board. (ii)
Occurrence of Death “during and out of course of employment”.
Among other things, the claim would be admissible subject to
supplemented by an FIR, post mortem report and other supporting
/related documents which would establish the above facts. In addition to
these documents, judicial determination of the fact that death occurred
during and out of course of employment need to be examined and
verified by district DLCs.”

In the principal Rules, for rule 280, the following shall be substituted,
namely:-

“280. Medical Assistance to beneficiaries:- The Board may sanction
financial assistance to the beneficiaries who are hospitalized for five or
more days due to accident or any disease. The financial assistance shall -
be two thousand rupees for the first five days and two hundred rupces

- each for the remaining days, subject to a maximum ten thousand rupecs.

This assistance shall also be given to the beneficiary met with accident
and put in plaster at residence. The application in Form No, XLII shall
be submitted with such other documents as may be specified by the
Board.”
In the principal Rules, for rule 281, the following shall be substituted,
namely:- }
“281 Financial Assistance for education:- Children of the registered
members may be given financial assistance for education as classified
below:— :

(i) Class 1to 8 Rs.500/- P.M

(ii) Class 9 to 10 Rs. 700/- P.M

(iii) Class 11 to 12 Rs. 1,000/- P.M

(iv) Graduation Level Rs. 3,000/~ P.M

(v) ITI Courses Rs. 4,000/- P.M

(vi) 5 Years L.LB. Course Rs. 4,000/- P.M.

(vii) Polytechnic Diploma Rs. 5,000/- P.M

(viii) L.LLB 3 years Course Rs. 3,000 P.M.

* (ix)Technical Course such as Engineering, Medicine, MBA

Rs.10,000/- P.M

(x) In respect of distance education/ open learning school/
College/ private study and obtains certificate from recognized School /
College /institution-75% of the grant allowed for regular study,
Financial assistance will be provided only one time for any graduation
level couirse,
Provided that all Vocational Courses should be approved by National
Council for Vocational Training/State Council for Vocational Training
and/or- any privale Vocational Training Institute approved by
Central/State Government.

Financial assistance for (i), (ii) and (iii) above shall be available
to members from the date of their registration with the Board.
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12. Ahendment of rule 283

Financial assistance for (iv) to (x) above shall be available to
members who have membership for more than one year.

In case a Beneficiary dies his/her children will be still given
financial assistance upto Class-VIII.

In case a beneficiary dies. and s/he has been a member for more
than five years, then his/her children will get financial education for
completing their schooling.

In case a beneficiary dies and his/ her children are already getting
financial assistance for any course (accepted by the Board), then the
assistance will continue for the normal duration of that course subject to
normal conditions like attendance etc.

Filing of affidavit of parents (registered construction workers) in
Form WNo. XLIII for availing financial assistance for their
wards/children studying in various Government schools including
schools Under MCD, NDMC, Delhi Cantonment Schools is exempted.

‘In the principal Rules, for rule 283, the following shall be substituted,

namely:- :

283. Family pension:- In the event of death of a pensioner family
pension shall be given to the surviving spouse. The amount of pension
will be fifty per cent of the pension received by the pensioner or one
thousand hundred rupees whichever is higher. An application in Form
No. XLV shall be submitted with such documents as may be specificd
by the Board within three months from the date of death of the
pensioner:

Provided that the said benefit shall be extended only to thosc
registered construction workers who have been registered with the
Board for not less than one year.
